Структура

Підмет + дієслово – присудок + другор. члени речення

(прав + ED, непр. 2 ф. непр. дієсл.)

Наприклад: Я вчора ходив до школи.
I went to school yesterday.



DID +  підмет + дієслово – присудок + другор. члени речення
Наприклад: 
Did he go to school yesterday?

Чи ходив він до школи вчора?



DID +  підмет + дієслово – присудок + другор. члени речення + OR….

Наприклад:

Did he go to the cinema or to the theatre yesterday?
Він вчора ходив до кінотеатру чи до театру?


1 тип.
Підмет + дієслово – присудок + другор. члени речення, didn’t + підмет виражений займен.
               (прав + ED, непр. 2 ф. непр. дієсл.)
Наприклад:

Він ходив до кінотеатру вчора, чи не так?
He went to the cinema yesterday, didn’t he?

2 тип.

Підмет + didn’t  дієслово – присудок + другор. члени речення, did + підмет виражений займен.
Наприклад:

Він не ходив до кінотеатру вчора, чи не так?

He didn’t go to the cinema yesterday, did he?

Past simple використовується також для вираження ряду минулих дій, які відбувалися у хронологічному порядку.
Наприклад:

Він вийшов із готелю, взяв таксі і поїхав до театру.

He left the hotel, took a taxi and drove to the theatre.
Past simple використовується для вираження звичайної повторювальної дії в минулому.
Наприклад:

Минулої зими я проводив багато часу в бібліотеці.

Last winter I spent much time in the library.


The Past Simple is used:
1.For an action which happened at a definite time in the past. The time is stated , already known or implied.

They spent their holidays in Switzerland last winter.
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2. For actions which happened immediately one after the other in the past.
First, he wrote the letter. Then he called to his boss.
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3.For past habits or states which are now finished. In such cases we have to use expression used to.
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People travelled \ used to travel by carriage in those days.

4. To talk about the lives of people who are no longer alive.
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Marilyn Monroe starred in a number of successful films.




Used використовується в англійській мові не тільки для вираження дій, які повторювалися, але і для вираження дій та станів, які відбувалися довгий і тривалий час із дієсловами to be, to know, to live….

Used you (Did you use) to take English lessons every day?

Ви брали уроки англійської мови кожного дня?

Past simple (I did)

A. Study this example:

  Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart was an Austrian musician and composer. He lived from 1756 to 1791. He started composing at the age of five and wrote more than 600 pieces of music. He was only 35 years old when he died.

  Lived/started/wrote/was/died are all past simple.

B
  *  A: Did you go out last night?

     B: Yes, I went to the cinema but I didn't enjoy the film much.

  * 'When did Mr Thomas die?' 'About ten years ago.'

  * They didn't invite her to the party, so she didn't go.

  * 'Did you have time to write the letter?' 'No, I didn't.'

  Be careful when do is the main verb in the sentence:

  * What did you do at the weekend? (not 'what did you . Very often the past simple ends in -ed (regular verbs):

  * I work in a travel agency now. Before that I worked in a shop.

  * We invited them to our party but they decided not to come.

  * The police stopped me on my way home last night.

  * She passed her examination because she studied very hard.

  For spelling (stopped, studied etc.), see Appendix 6.

  But many verbs are irregular. The past simple does not end in -ed. For example:

  write -> wrote

  * Mozart wrote more than 600 pieces of music.

  see -> saw

  * We saw Rose in town a few days ago.

  go -> went

  * I went to the cinema three times last week.

  shut -> shut

  * It was cold, so I shut the window.

  For a list of irregular verbs, see Appendix 1.

C. In questions and negatives we use did/didn't + infinitive (enjoy/see/go etc.):

  I/she/they: enjoyed/saw/went

  Did: you/she/they: enjoy?/see?/go?

  I/she/they: didn't: enjoy/see/go at the weekend')

  * I didn't do anything. (not 'I didn't anything')

D. The past of be (am/is/are) is was/were:

  I/he/she/it  was/wasn't

  we/you/they  were/weren't

  was  I/he/she/it?

  were  we/you/they?

  Note that we do not use did in negatives and questions with was/were:

  * I was angry because they were late.

  * Was the weather good when you were on holiday?

  * They weren't able to come because they were so busy.

  * Did you go out last night or were you too tired?
