BUJM AIECJIIB
(The Category of Aspect)

In Ukrainian the verb can be used in two aspects: perfect and imperfect.
The imperfect verb denotes an action which has no beginning nor end, i.e. is not delineated by
time, and is repetitive. As such it often corresponds to the English Indefinite infinitive or the
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English Continuous infinitive: untatn — to read/to be reading, mucatm — to write/to be writing,
KUTH — to live.

The use of the imperfect verb:

The perfect verb denotes an action which is single (as opposed to a repetitive one) and
completed (as opposed to an action which is going on). As such it may correspond to the English
Perfect infinitive: mpountaTi — to have read, namcaru — to have written, mpoxxutn — to have lived.
