I. CONSTITUTIONAL (STATE) LAW AS A BRUNCH OF NATIONAL LEGAL SYSTEM

1.1. Definition of constitutional law

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Constitutional (or “state”) law is a basic brunch of national legal system, which fixes and
determines fundamental rights, freedoms and duties of a person and a citizen; type (form) and
attributes of the state; ways of forming and authority of state bodies and local government.

The intensity of a certain method use in the national legal system depends on a number of
factors: the specifics of the legal system, the form of political regime. So, in the totalitarian and
authoritarian formations, the methods of obligation and prohibition dominate. Democratic
constitutions operate primarily through the methods of guarantees, permissions and authorizations.

«Constitutional» or «State» law?

In Soviet science, the term "constitutional law" was used exclusively for constitutional systems
with a written constitution (see page 13.). The term "state law" was used as a more universal one,
appropriate for any state.

In modern Western legal science, the term "constitutional law" is usually used for constitutional
systems built on the principles of constitutionalism (see p. 15). In other cases, Western lawyers use
the term "state law" or do not identify this brunch at all.

In Ukrainian science, these terms are usually used as syronyms. A similar approach is presented
in this manual.

Constitutional laws

Constitutional laws regulate the most important
state-legal relations (for example: elections,
referendum, powers of state bodies and officials).

Extraordinary laws

Extraordinary laws may deviate from the
provisions of constitution. Such laws are adopted
in exceptional, specific cases and for a specified
period.

They act in the states where such
a type of law is provided for by the
constitution (Kazakhstan, Russian
Federation, etc.).

Legislative acts

Legislative acts can regulate social relations that
form the body of constitutional law. They are
always based on constitution but can clarify and
detail its provisions.

Secondary legislation

(Sub-legal acts)

Acts of the Head of state, government,
Parliament and other state authorities. These acts
can be considered a source of constitutional law in
the part that deals with the regulation of
constitutional legal relations. They are always
based on constitution and laws.

Used in all countries of the world.

Parliamentary rules

Parliamentary rules regulate the internal
organization of a parliament and legislative
procedure. They may be approved by laws or by
sub-legal acts (secondary legislation).

Used in all countries where

parliaments exist.

Legal doctrines,
principles and
customs

Legal doctrines, principles and customs define
the basic principles of constitutional law. They
may not be officially approved by the state.

Usage depends on the specifics of
national legal tradition.

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II. CONSTITUTIONS AND CONSTITUTIONALISM

2.1. Origin of the term “constitution”

The term "constitution" comes from the Latin word "constitutio" - the structure or establishment.

The word "constitutio" as a legal term was firstly used in state acts of ancient Rome, which began with the
words “Rem Publicum Constituere...” — “The Roman People establish...”. Later the Imperial constitutions
appeared. There were Roman emperors’ decrees which had the force of law and regulated a wide variety of
social relations.

In medieval Europe, “constitutions” were acts that consolidated rights, privileges and freedoms of certain
social classes (for example: Magna Charta of 1215 in England or Great Ordinance of 1357 in France, ets.

In XVIII century Charles Louis Montesquieu described the state system of the Great Britain as a
"constitution". It was the British mechanism for limiting state power.

Since the adoption of the US Constitution in 1787, this term was used to refer to the fundamental law of a
state.

2.2. Polysemy of the term “constitution”

In legal science, the term "constitution" means:

1. The basic law of a state, or a set of basic legal acts, norms and principles that determine the foundations of
the constitutional order;

2. A constitutional system itself, or a state, as a legal phenomenon.

In the first sense, the term "constitution" may be used in two aspects:

2.3. Types of constitutions

Modern constitutions can be classified according to a variety of criteria: by way of adoption, by the order of
making changes, by ideological orientation, etc. From the point of view of constitutional law, the most significant are
classifications by legal form and by way of action. These indicators describe constitutions from formal and substantive

sides.

There are no constitutions that would absolutely, by all
indications, fall into one of the following types. Thus, the type of a specific constitution should be
determined by the majority of features.

Only normative constitutions are constitutions in the legal sense. They have a number of

basic legal features.

2.4. Basic features of constitution

Constitution is a constituent
law

Constitution is a manifestation of the constitutive power, which is realized
through a referendum or representative body. Constitution is a form of social
contract.

Constitution is a fundamental
law

Constitution tops the hierarchy of normative legal acts. This property is
actually realized to the extent that constitutional rights and freedoms are realized
in practice.
This property is typical exclusively for normative constitutions.

Constitution is a stable law

Stability of constitution is ensured either through the complicated order of
its change (most of the written constitutions), or due to constancy of legal
tradition (Great Britain).

2.5. Transformation of constitutions

Stability of constitution is an absolute legal value. But the development of society requires the
transformation of constitution in order to improve it and adapt to new social conditions.

e Constitutional control is an absolutely essential element of a normative Constitution.
e In most states the constitutional control function lies with the Judiciary.

theoretically grounded by one of the authors of the United States Constitution and US Treasury
Secretary Alexander Hamilton in the collection of articles "Federalist". Ultimately, the authority of

the United States Supreme Court to verify the laws of compliance with the Constitution was fixed
after the judgment in the Marbury v. Madison case in 1803.

The concept of a constitutional court, as a separate independent body, belongs to the German
lawyer Hans Kelsen (1881 — 1973).

e Modern political regimes, as a rule, do not officially call themselves "authoritarian" or
"totalitarian". Therefore, in Western constitutional law theory, these notions are used to refer
to those modes that fall under the corresponding definitions by factual features. And the self-
identification of such regimes may be different (people's democracy, organic democracy,
socialist democracy, etc.).

e A significant number of states have transitional regimes. Such states usually identify
themselves as "democratic", but, de facto, they combine signs of democracy and
authoritarianism, or sometimes even totalitarianism (the People's Republic of China, the
Republic of Belarus, the Russian Federation, etc.).

Totalitarian systems appeared in the XX century, along with technical possibilities of

e  Theocratic monarchy is a form of government, in which the head of state is a religious leader
at the same time. For example: The Vatican (the Pope is both the monarch and the head of the
Catholic Church); Great Britain (the British monarch is the nominal head of the Anglican
Church and holds the title of the "Defender of the Faith").
o A dualistic monarchy is a kind of constitutional one. It is a type of government in which the
Parliament implements legislative power, and the monarch implements executive one.
Sometimes a dualistic monarchy is seen as an independent form of government. In the modern
world this form of monarchy is a rare phenomenon (Morocco).

*Democratic constitutional systems are implemented in constitutional monarchies, as well as
in presidential, parliamentary and mixed republics. State power in absolute monarchies and one-party
"republics” is not limited by the constitution and law. Thus, in such states there is no
constitutionalism, and a "constitution" don’t have basic legal features.

4.5. State symbols

National flag

A panel of a regular geometric (often rectangular) shape, suspended on a pole or mast, depicting
a certain combination of national colors and symbols.

An emblem a distinctive symbolic sign (image) belonging to the state established in
accordance with the laws of heraldry.

National hymn

A solemn musical or musical-poetic work that is used in cases predominantly provided by
social law: especially in public celebrations, events, public holidays, ceremonies and rituals.

Motto

A short statement that usually explains the meaning of the coat of arms. For example:
"Diverse People Unite!" (South African Republic); "In God We Trust!" (USA).

Not all modern states have all of these state symbols. In particular, most states have no
official motto.

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Types and elements of coats of arms

Coat of arms without heraldic achievement
Consists of a shield (escutcheon) with arms
(heraldic figures) and colours depicted on it.
In monarchical states, the shield may be
crowned.

Coat of arms with heraldic achievement
It consists of a shield with arms and colours (which is its
centerpiece) and surrounding additional elements.

1. — Shield (escutcheon);
2. — Heraldic figure (Eagle);
3. — Heraldic colours (yellow, black, red).

A considerable number of states (especially in Europe) have coats of arms without
achievement: Federal Republic of Germany, Russian Federation, Republic of Poland, Kingdom of
Denmark, Kingdom of Norway, Republic of Lithuania, Hungary, the Vatican and others.

e  Flags are studied by a special science - vexillology (flag science), and coats of arms are studied

by heraldry.

e  The first coats of arms appeared in medieval Europe. They come from symbols depicted on
the shields of knights who competed in tournaments.

e  Some Asian countries use national emblems that are not coats of arms in the narrow sense, as
they do not conform to the rules of heraldry, but perform a similar function. For example, the
“Mon” is used instead of the coat of arms in Japan. It is an emblem of the Emperor (golden
chrysanthemum flower), which has no official constitutional status. A similar function is
performed by “Taegeuk” in the Republic of Korea.

The separation of powers principle permits the existence of public bodies that do not belong to
any of the main branches. For example, the head of state in most countries does not belong to any
of these branches, but nevertheless does not concentrate power in the state.

Usage of the terms «legislativey», «executive» and «judiciary» is correct only for the states with
pluralistic democracy. As for the other states, more general terminology is used, which describes
the functions of the relevant group of public authorities: «representative body», «parliamenty,
«governmenty, «organizational and administrative bodiesy, «judicial bodiesy, etc.

Some European states, as well as partially recognized state Republic of China (Taiwan),as
'ial well as legislative, executive and judicial, distinguish the «controlling», «examining», «legaly,
«founding» and «election» branches.

VI. PARLIAMENTS OF FOREIGN STATES
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Parliament (fr. parlement, lat. parler — to speak) — the supreme body of national representation and
the only legislative body in the states where the principle of separation of powers applies. In

authoritarian states, parliaments can perform advisory functions.

Parliament may have different names in different countries. For example: in Great Britain, France, Moldova,
Czech Republic and some other countries - Parliament; in Austria, Switzerland and the Russian Federation - Federal
Assembly; in Spain - Cortes Generales; in the United States of America - Congress; in Armenia - National Assembly;
in the People's Republic of China - National People's Congress.

6.2. Structure of parliaments. Theory and practice of bicameralism

Theoretical grounds for «bicameralism» were suggested by Charles Montesquieu. In his

@

opinion, in order to be stable and efficient, a parliament should be divided into two chambers. The
Lower Chamber is more democratic, its composition reflects the political moods of society, it is

flexible and responsive to social changes. The Upper Chamber, elected for a longer term, is more

professional and conservative; it creates obstacles in the way of «emotions» of the lower chamber.

The Lower Chamber is elected by direct popular vote, on the principle of «one voter - one vote». It is intended

to represent people as a whole. Depending on the method of formation and appointment of the upper chamber, there
are three types of bicameralism (bicameral Parliaments): conservative, federal and autonomous.

6.4. Legislative proceeding

Legislative initiative In most countries the right of legislative initiative belongs to members of parliament

(parliamentary initiative), government (governmental initiative) and a head of state.
In some countries the People's Initiative Institute operates (see page 59 for details).

Consideration of the bill by | As arule, bills are considered in three readings:
parliament First reading — bringing the bill to the chamber and deciding on its consideration,

after which it is sent for study and revision by the profile committee.
Second reading — discussion of separate provisions of the draft law.
Third reading — voting for the draft bill and sending it to the upper chamber for
approval.

Promulgation It consists of two stages:

1. Signing by a head of state;
2. Official promulgation of the law.

A bill passed by parliament may be vetoed by the head of state. In most countries a veto can be overruled
by 2/3 votes of the members of parliament.

e In parliamentary and mixed republics, as well as in constitutional monarchies, the government is a collegial
body of executive power, accountable to parliament, created (completely or partly) on a parliamentary basis, and
should have the parliament’s confidence.

e In presidential republics and absolute monarchies, the government is a council of heads of central agencies
(or departments) and other top-level officials under the head of state. The powers of members of such a
government are derived from the powers of a monarch or a president.

o In totalitarian-type states, governments are formally constituted by Parliament, but in practice, as a rule, they
are completely under the control of the ruling party's top officials.

Governments of different countries have different constitutional names: Government (Czech Republic,
Colombia); Cabinet of Ministers (Great Britain, Japan); Joint Council of Ministers (India); Council of Ministers
(France, Cuba); State Council (China); Federal Government (Germany); Federal Council (Switzerland), etc.
Differences in name do not entail changes in the nature of government.

7.1. Classification of governments

o The following types of governments are distinguished according to party composition:
Types of governments by party composition

One-party

They operate in parliamentary
(mixed) republics or constitutional
monarchies when one of the
political parties wins an absolute
majority of seats in Parliament or its
lower chamber as a result of
elections.

Only one-party governments can
be formed in one-party republics.

Coalition

They operate in parliamentary
(mixed) republics or constitutional
monarchies when none of the
political parties has succeeded in
obtaining a parliamentary majority
in  elections. The  coalition
government relies on a
parliamentary coalition of factions
that have agreed to form a

Non-party

Typical for presidential republics
and absolute monarchies. The "non-
party” government does not mean
that its members cannot be in
political parties, but this fact does
not legally affect their appointment.

e [n terms of parliamentary support, the following types of government are distinguished:
Types of government by parliamentary support
The Majority governments The Minority Governments

They rely on the support of the parliamentary majority.
Typical for parliamentary, mixed and one-party
republics, as well as constitutional monarchies.

They have no parliamentary support. They
constitute opposition to the parliamentary majority.
They can occur in presidential republics where the
President and parliament are members of different
political forces. In parliamentary and mixed republics,
they can emerge as a temporary, transient phenomenon.

It is difficult for such governments to implement
L their own policies.

In exceptional cases (external invasion, complex political crisis), crisis governments or national unity
governments may be formed. Such governments are formed on a professional basis, usually for a fixed term. Their
task is to quickly lead the state out of the existing crisis.

7.2. Heads of foreign governments
In absolute monarchies and presidential republics, the head of government is the head of state.
In other forms of government, these positions are divided.
Heads of Government are also called differently: Prime Minister (Great Britain, France), Head of Council of
Ministers (Italy), Head of Government (Spain, Czech Republic), Minister-Head (Bulgaria), Federal Chancellor
(Germany, Austria).

7.3. Government authority

1. Formation of the state apparatus and management of its activities (directing and coordinating activity of the
apparatus through ministries, departments and other agencies).

2. Participation in legislative activity (use of delegated legislation, manifestation of legislative initiative).

3. Enforcement of laws (active actions of government on the implementation of binding prescriptions of laws,
independent rulemaking activity).

4. Budgeting and implementation (here the initiative and powers are entirely government-owned).

5. Implementation of foreign policy (controls and directs activities of all bodies performing foreign policy
functions, completes the diplomatic and consular apparatus, determines the contingents of the armed forces, manages
the activities of foreign intelligence bodies, conducts international negotiations, concludes international treaties and
agreements).

The judicial systems of religious and custom law states are significantly different from those described above:
there is no specialization in religious and tribal courts, the judicial process is purely investigative, "judges" are
appointed by the clergy or tribal councils of elders, people are not directly involved in the administration of justice.
Accordingly, it is advisable to use the following criteria to characterize the data of the judicial systems.

The specificity of the judicial systems in modern countries of religious and customary legal families
is the coexistence of two judicial systems: religious / custom and secular. Religious or customary
courts, as a rule, deal with family, civil and individual criminal cases. At the same time,
administrative, economic and serious criminal cases are entrusted to a system of secular courts
based on the Civil law model.

The judicial system of the State of Israel includes 4 types of religious courts: Rabbinical (Jewish),

All the rest cases rely on the secular court system.

Muslim, Christian and Druze. These courts mainly deal with family and some categories of civil cases
within the relevant religious communities.

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IX. HUMAN RIGHTS AND PERSONAL STATUS
9.1. The concept of fundamental rights and freedoms

w o Fundamental (constitutional) human rights are a system of legal principles and norms that

- j= form the basis of a person's constitutional status. In democratic legal theory they are understood as

I_---&.n‘-__ inalienable fundamental rights owed to person by virtue of his/her human nature, regardless of race,
ethnicity, language, religion, or any other signs.

In the science of constitutional law, fundamental rights are sometimes understood more narrowly and are
described by the term «public freedoms» - that is, those rights that a person exercises in direct relations with the
state.

In legal science and legislation there usually is no distinction between the content and the meaning

'ial freedoms and rights concepts. The traditional formula of «right and freedom» originated in the 18th
century and is universally accepted nowadays. There are also examples of the use of the «right to
freedom» term. The mechanisms of guarantees, protection of freedoms and rights are similar. It is
believed that proclamation of a certain right as freedom — means the recognition of the indisputable
priority of a given human right over the authority and interests of the state.

Fundamental human rights are protected internationally. The foundations of international human rights
protection are laid down in the Charter of the United Nations, Universal Declaration of Human Rights (UDHR),
International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights (ICCPR) and International Covenant on Economic, Social and
Cultural Rights (ICESCR). For European countries, the European Convention on Human Rights (1950) is the basic
international act.

Along with constitutional rights, there are constitutional obligations that arise from the rights:
adhere to the constitution and laws, pay taxes and so on. The specific scope of constitutional rights
and obligations determines the legal status of a person in a national legal system.

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9.2. Basic models of personality legal status
The constitutional status of a person is determined by the extent and nature of the fundamental rights and
obligations of a person fixed in the national constitution.
The status of a person in foreign states depends on a number of factors: political regime, affiliation of the national
legal system to a certain legal family, legal and constitutional traditions, etc. There are 4 models of constitutional legal

In the modern world, mixed and transitional models of constitutional status are quite common.
Thus, the constitutional systems of individual post-Soviet countries combine elements of Marxist
and liberal models of personality status. The custom model is gradually dying out, so the
constitutional systems of many African countries include features of the custom, liberal and
religious models.

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9.4. The concept of citizenship

w o Citizenship it is a special legal and political relationship between a person and the state. A
- |'-_"'|_ state recognize a person as a full-fledged participant of state-legal relations, giving him/her the status
I_---E.-‘-__ of a citizen and a number of rights that ensure participation in state development (suffrage, right to
participate in referendums, etc.). The citizen is obliged to comply with constitutional and legal
prescriptions. The sovereignty of the state extends to the citizen.

The status of citizen implies a number of specific rights and obligations.

Typical citizen rights

Typical citizen obligations

- Active and passive suffrage;

- The right to participate in referendums and other
institutions of direct democracy;

- The right to form and join political parties.

- Protect the state (military service);

- Protect cultural heritage;

- Comply with the Constitution and laws;
- Pay taxes.

Some constitutions allow dual citizenship (bipatrism). This institute is particularly prevalent in the Americas.

The main ways to citizenship obtaining

By birth (branch)

At will of the person (naturalization)

Typical reasons:
o Jus soli (Birth on the territory of the state);

® Jus sanguinis (Birth from citizens of the state).

Typical reasons:
e The will of the person;
e Domicilium (Residence within the territory of the
state for a certain period);
e Knowledge of the official language;
e Existence of a source of existence;
e Withdraw from previous citizenship (for states with
single citizenship).

In addition to the above, the following methods of citizenship obtaining are also used:

1. Renewal in citizenship - is exercised in relation to a person who was previously a citizen
of that state but subsequently lost their citizenship.

2. Optation (or choice of nationality) - is the acquisition of citizenship when a part of the
territory is transferred from one state to another, or declaration of a part of the territory
of the former state as a new independent state.

3. Transfer — an automatic change of citizenship (without the right to choose) of persons
in connection with the transfer of their territory of residence from one state to another.

4. Registration — simplified procedure for citizenship obtaining, for example, if parents of

a person are citizens of the state.

5. Recognition of citizenship — all the inhabitants of the territory are recognized as citizens,
of a new state on the day of its formation, unless they refuse to do so.

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X. POLITICAL PARTIES

10.1. Definition of political party

:@:

Political party — is a stable, internally organized at the local and national levels, united group
of citizens formed to achieve and exercise political power, or to participate in it through its
representatives in public authorities and local self-government. The main tool for achieving a
political goal is participation in elections. The focus on the exercise of power distinguishes political
parties from other types of public associations.

Constitutional law regulates only some aspects of political parties' activities: the principles of their construction,
financing and responsibility.

10.2. Classification of political parties
Political parties can be classified according to different criteria. The following classification describe internal

structure, priority of ideological values, and attitude to social changes.

This classification is relative. A large number of parties in the world unites several ideologies.

Accordingly, one party can be referred to different groups. For example, the Hungarian “Jobbik”
has some features of nationalist, fascist and conservative party; the Lebanese “Freedom Front” can
be referred to nationalist and Christian-democratic party. In addition, the ideology of many parties
is gradually changing. The value vector of the Conservative Party of Great Britain is gradually
shifting to liberalism; and the French Communist Party is "drifting" towards moderate socialism.

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XI. ELEMENTS OF DIRECT (PURE) DEMOCRACY AND ELECTIONS

11.1. Definition and forms of direct democracy

w o Direct democracy is a form of political organization of society under which laws and major
- |'-_"'|_ political decisions are initiated and made directly by the people; direct law-making of the people.
R LN

Today, direct democracy in its purest form practically does not exist. The exceptions are some mountainous,

sparsely populated cantons of the Swiss Confederation. But individual elements (institutions) of direct democracy
have become widespread.

People's veto rights can be applied within
a certain period of time after the law is passed.

People’s recall People's right to early termination of powers (recall) of an elected official.
(This practice is common in the Anglo-American world).

The establishment of the Nazi regime in Germany was partly carried out through referendums. In
':EI particular, the 1934 referendum legalized the unification of offices of president and chancellor. As a
result, Adolf Hitler have gotten a dictatorial power. The referendum of 1936 legalized the invasion of

German troops to the demilitarized Rhine zone, which was the beginning of World War II.

In view of such negative experiences, no national referendums are held in Germany after the
establishment of a democratic constitution.

11.2. Definition and basic elements of electoral law

N Electoral law is a set of legal rules that regulate the most important issues of the formation of
_l'-_"'l_ representative bodies of state and local self-government.

I_---E.-‘-__ Suffrage (electoral right) — complex of citizens' rights to participate in elections. Legal status
of electoral person is determined by a number of qualifications.

Active (right to vote) and passive (right to stand for election) kinds of electoral right are distinguished.

Is suffrage a right or an obligation?
':EI The constitutions of most states consider suffrage as one of the fundamental political rights of a
citizen. At the same time, some states provide some penalties for failing to vote. Such norms are

common in Latin American countries and also exist in Australia, Liechtenstein, the DPRK and some
other countries. The purpose of this sanctions is to resist absenteeism.

11.3. People’s representation systems

There are three types of people's representation system (electoral systems) in the world constitutional
practice: majority, proportional and mixed.

election system

determining voting
results when the
candidate who received
the majority (absolute
or relative) of the
electoral votes is
considered elected.

Election Features Subtypes of an electoral system
system
Majority The procedure for The system of the absolute majority - the deputy receiving more

than half votes (that is 50% + 1 vote) of the voters attending is
considered elected. If no one receive the required number of votes, a
second round of voting shall be organized (with 2 candidates who have
the highest number of votes).

For example: the French electoral system, elections to the House of
Representatives of Australia.

The system of relative majority - a candidate with the highest
number of votes of the attending voters is elected. In the case of equal
number of votes, the issue is resolved by a draw or by a second round
of voting.

The system is typical for the most countries of the world.

Proportional
election system

Voting for candidates
is conducted by party
lists. The distribution of
seats between parties is
proportional to  the
number of votes cast for
each party list.

In many countries
with a proportional
electoral system, the
electoral threshold (or
election threshold) is
used. It determines the
smallest number of
votes a political party
has to receive to get to
parliament.

One-district / closed list - the electors vote for the party list as a
whole. The ballot paper only lists the names of the parties and a certain
number of the first candidates on the party list.

For example: the electoral systems of Spain, Israel, etc.

The system of preferences (lat. praeferre) allows the voter to vote
not only for a particular party, but also to check the box for a certain
candidate.

For example: the electoral systems of Finland, Belgium, the
Netherlands.

Open-list provides the possibility to vote both on the list as a whole
and to determine preferences by checking or typing the names of one or
more candidates.

For example: the electoral systems of Switzerland, Austria, Italy.

Individual voting system - voters mark the numbers opposite the
candidates' names in the order they vote, thus ranking their personal
preferences. Rare system.

“Panachage” (or semi-direct democracy) - the voter has the right
to speak about a certain number of candidates regardless of their party
affiliation, "mixing" candidates from different parties. This system
allows to vote for the party the voter likes, while giving preference to
candidates from other parties.

For example: the electoral systems of Switzerland and Luxembourg.

Balanced: combination of majority and proportional component -
50/50%.

For example: election systems of Lithuania, Poland.

Dominance of one component (usually majority system).

For example, the electoral systems of Japan, China, Mexico.
