Promotion
Marketing involves the choice of how the product is promoted — the advertising and the publicity it is given.

Place
Place refers to how the product is distributed and through what types of shop or other organisations.

Accounting

What is accounting?

Accounting can be defined as the measuring and recording of all relevant financial data concerning a particular entity that is business, government organisation, etc.

Financial reporting is the communicating of such information in appropriately summarised form. In the UK such summarised form is called "Accounts". In the USA it is called "Financial statements". These accounts or statements are communicated to interested par​ties both within and outside the organisation.

Financial reporting provides information that is useful to present and potential investors, creditors and other users in making rational investment, credit and other economic decisions.

Accounting is often referred to as the "language of business". And as a direct result of the work of accountants and auditors. A wide range of different users of financial reporting are able to an​swer questions such as:

How much profit did the company make last year?

How much should I lend to the company?

Is this company more successful than its competitors?

How much can I withdraw from the company?

Was last year an improvement over the year before? etc.

Accountants are therefore those individuals specialised in the "art" of capturing the correct data, and preparing the most mean​ingful financial reports from that data. They are "producers" of fi​nancial information, which is then made available to "consumers" such as owners and lenders.

Accountants are assisted in their work by bookkeepers who op​erate some form of accounting system, usually computerised to help capture, accumulate, categorise, summarise and report the many thousands of transactions that affect an economic entity every year.

Payment in international trade

On Monday morning the participants resumed their work and listened to the lecture on payments in international trade. Here is a part of the lecture:

With any form of international trade it is essential to ensure that payment will be received in accordance with the terms of the un​derlying commercial contract. The most secure and established methods of settling international trade transactions are:

• by documentary letters of credit and

• by documentary collection bills.

Documentary letters of credit are opened by the importer's bank with a bank in the exporter's country, usually the importing bank's correspondent in the exporting country. Exporters submit to the bank in their country all the shipping, insurance and other docu​ments specified in the letter of credit issued by the importer's bank. If the documents are in order the bank in the exporting country will credit the exporters with the proceeds. The proceeds are reim​bursed by the importer's bank in due course.

Documentary collection bills are presented to the importer's bank or its correspondent by the exporters together with all the shipping, insurance and other documents, specified in the contract. If the documents are in order the importers instruct their bank to pay and they collect the shipping documents then.

There are a few ways of transferring money from bank to bank. In the recent past these ways were:

• mail transfers and

• telegraphic transfers.

Now these two types of messages are practically replaced by SWIFT messages. SWIFT stands for the Society for Worldwide Inter​bank Financial Telecommunication. It is a network serving now more than 3,000 banks in about 100 countries. It speeds up payment messages between banks immensely. If sending and receiving banks are both 'logged-in', a message can be delivered in 20 seconds. Over 1 million messages are sent every day via the computers of SWIFT and its member banks.

The role of correspondent banks is permanently growing. They facilitate and expedite international payments. A correspondent bank is one which carries a deposit balance for another bank.

Securities and stock exchanges

Shares, stocks and bonds form securities.

Bonds are documents which give details of a loan made to a company or government.

Securities issued by the British Government are called gilts or gilt-edged securities. This can also mean any high quality security without fi​nancial risk. Another way of describing these high quality securities is blue chips.

Securities of all kinds are traded at the Stock Exchange. Only Stock Exchange members are admitted to transact business at the Stock Ex​change. There are two kinds of people dealing on the Stock Exchange Market. They are brokers and jobbers.

An investor who wishes to buy or sell securi​ties must act through a broker. After the broker receives instruction from the investor or his client he approaches a jobber. Each jobber deals in a particular group of securities. The jobber asks the broker his price. The jobber usually does not know if the broker wishes to buy or sell and he quotes two prices:

•   his bying price, or the bid

•   his selling price, or the offer

The difference of the two prices is the jobber's turn.

The existence of the stock exchange means that it is generally possible to buy or sell securi​ties at any time at the market price.

The speculator on the stock exchange who buys securities in expectation of a rise in their prices is a bull.

The speculator wishing to sell securities in an​ticipation of a fall in their prices is a bear.

The biggest stock exchanges function in Lon​don, New York, Tokyo and Frankfurt-on-the Mine, thus providing round-the clock operation of the stock exchange market.
