Obsolete paper-based reporting will pass into oblivion. All medical records will become electronic. This will lift some burden off the doctors, enable them to provide better-quality and faster health care to patients, and rule out loss of patients' medical data. This will also enable collection of data about the need for district-specific services, more accurate price-setting and quality control of health care. New electronic instruments are to be launched as early as in 2019 — medical e-history, e-referral, e-prescription for Affordable Medicines etc.

In April 2017 the Government started the Affordable Medicines program. Patients with cardiovascular diseases, Type II diabetes, or bronchial asthma, are entitled to medications free of charge or at a fraction of the price. To join the program, they need to request a prescription from their doctor and get the medications at the drugstore.

Ukrainians are already used to the Affordable Medicines program as the first marker of fundamental changes in the health care system. As many as over 6.6 mln Ukrainians have used the program and got drugs based on over 28 mln prescriptions worth UAH bn 1.3. Today, 7,937 drugstores participate in the program.

In 2018, patients received drugs under 18 mln prescriptions worth over UAH 1 bn. 

Patients suffering from cardiovascular diseases, Type II diabetes, or bronchial asthma, can obtain 261 drugs under the program, including 59 absolutely for free.

In October 2018, the World Health Organization conducted an assessment of the Government's Affordable Medicines program in Ukraine and was clearly satisfied that the reimbursement system was successfully implemented in Ukraine. WHO noted that this program was the only chance for many patients to get access to treatment. So, the Government has achieved its main goal of providing access to high-quality and effective treatment of most widely spread diseases to every Ukrainian.

The Black Death ravaged most of Europe and the Mediterranean from 1346 until 1353. Over 50 million people died, more than 60% of Europe's entire population at the time.

Many historians believe it started in the Steppes of Central Asia, a vast area of grassland that even today still supports one of the world's biggest plague reservoirs - an area where rodents live in great numbers and density (also called a plague focus).

Plague is mainly spread through the bite of a flea infected with the plague-causing bacterium, Yersinia pestis. Fleas typically live on small animals such as rats, gerbils, marmots and squirrels and periodically, explosive outbreaks of plague occur among these susceptible hosts. Huge numbers of animals succumb to infection and die. Hungry fleas turn to humans and within three to five days of a bite, fever, headache, chills, and weakness develop. Lymph nodes closest to the bite site swell to form a painful bubo in the variant of plague known as bubonic plague. Infection may spread throughout the blood stream and affect respiration in the lungs. Without prompt antibiotic treatment, 80% of infected people die within five days.
